All visitors and guests are required to maintain a standard of dress and conduct in keeping with the history of the Club. We

WOMEN: Neat slacks, tailored golf shirts, skorts and dresses. Shirts must be collared, of neat appearance and may be either
tucked in or untucked if designed to be so. All outerwear that is designed specifically for golf. Golf shoes with soft spikes (no
metal spikes) with short socks that are either predominantly white or complement the colour of other clothing permitted. All

hats must be removed when in the clubhouse.

CLUBHOUSE REGULATIONS 



MOBILE PHONES: Mobile phones are to only be used on the course or in the clubhouse if there is a medical emergency
or doctors on duty. If it is imperative to use a mobile phone, please do so in the car park, so that you do not disturb

others.

NOT PERMITTED THROUGHOUT THE CLUB: Denim jeans, track suits, football or rugby jumpers, sweatshirts, trousers
tucked into socks, jandals, workout gear, basketball boots, cargo trousers or shorts, draw string trousers or shorts,

clothing bearing writing or advertising material other than small badges or logos, leggings (unless worn under a skirt or
shorts) and open toed golf shoes.
